HUMAN RIGHTS SUMMER FELLOWSHIP APPLICATION

A unique opportunity for Trinity students to translate what they have learned in their human rights courses into hands-on practical experience
Description of the Fellows Program:  Each year the Human Rights Program selects several Trinity students to serve as Human Rights Summer Fellows.  Students work for twelve weeks as paid interns at a major human rights organization; approximate dates are May 29-August 17, 2012.  Students return to campus with a more sophisticated understanding of human rights issues and the world of advocacy.
Fellows are provided with a $3500 stipend, subject to the completion of midterm and final reports.  The fellowship competition is open to all Trinity students, except graduating seniors.  Students are selected on the basis of a completed application, essay, letter of recommendation, and resume; semi-finalists may also be interviewed.  The fellowships are made possible by the generous support of Peter Blum, a Trinity alumnus and member of the Board of Trustees.    

Upon returning in the fall, Human Rights Fellows give public presentations—the Summer Fellows Symposium.  They are also expected to be active participants in Human Rights events and activities throughout 2012-13. 1.  Amnesty International (Washington, D.C.):  Founded in 1961, Amnesty is one of the world’s most prominent human rights advocacy organizations; opportunities for research and lobbying.
2.  Carter Center (Atlanta, Georgia):  A major human rights organization focusing on conflict resolution and global health, with special programs on the Americas and China.
3.  Connecticut Commission on Human Rights and Opportunities (Hartford):  A state agency devoted to eliminating discrimination through advocacy and education.

4.  International Rescue Committee (NYC):  A major humanitarian organization, the NY office of IRC provides hands-on assistance to refugees arriving from conflict and disaster zones.
5.  Lawyers without Borders (Hartford):  The world’s largest organization of volunteer lawyers providing pro bono services to promote human rights and the rule of law globally.
6.  Physicians for Human Rights (Boston):  Mobilizing health professionals worldwide, PHR explores and promotes connections between health and human rights across multiple arenas.
7.  Watchlist on Children and Armed Conflict (NYC):  Part of a global network, Watchlist monitors and reports on human rights violations against children in conflict zones; works closely with the UN.
8.  Witness (Brooklyn, New York):  A unique, award-winning international human rights organization that uses video and online technologies to expose human rights violations around the world.
