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Postwar Chicago was a place of multiple migrations, displacement, and identities in motion - this was a receiving city for the Second
Great Migration of African Americans and Southern Whites, imported workers from Mexico, the urban relocation of Native Americans,
and increased Puerto Rican migration from the island - it is in this historical context of migration and movement that this talk focuses

on the social and cultural worlds made by ethnic Mexicans in the decades following World War II.
