The courses HISP 227Spanish Language and Culture in Montevideo and Buenos Aires

The firstfour weeks of the course are in Montevideo, Uruguay, where students take an intensive, full
immersion, advance&panish language and culture course on history, contemporary politics, immigration,
culture, gender, and human rights in South AmerieldSP 227 Montevideo is hosted by the CLAEH (Centro
Latinoamericano de Economia Humana), a prestigious UniversisaiRBLCenter. Students travel Buenos
Aires, Argentina for the last week, whetesy will explore human rights issues within the urban setting of
2yS 2F [ | G A y-citiesy SunBn@ wilDraeetYwighIhliman rights leaders and organizations and
attend lectures by experts on issues such as gender and indigenous rights.

The cities

Located on the shores of the South Atlantic with a Mediterranean climate, Montevideo is the capital and
largest city in Uruguay. Its architecture and culture, markedéyropolitan in origin due to its history of
immigration, bears the distinct mark of Latin America: a balanced blend of past and present, city and country,
leisure and culture, frenzy and slow. Montevideo also hosts the headquarters of the Common Madleet of
South (MERCOSUR).

In the largest Spanish speaking country in South America, Buenos Aires embodies the elegance of Europe
with the passion of South America. Located on the southern shore of the Rio Plata, the city is alive with
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atmosphere from the music, theatre and dance scene is complimented by the international and sophisticated
feel of the vibrant immigrant influence.

Housing and meals

that enables students to improve their Spanish language proficiency while learning about the culture and
people of Montevideo.
