As we look forward to your daughter’s visit to campus, there are a few things of which you should be made aware.  These are policies that have been put in place by Trinity College in case of an emergency and for general safety reasons.


While on campus, visiting students are expected to carry identification with them.  A picture drivers license or similar ID will suffice.  If your daughter requires emergency medical treatment, she will be taken to the Emergency Room at Hartford Hospital.


Parents should understand that by staying on Trinity College’s campus, visiting students accept that their student host, the Admissions Office, and/or Trinity College are not responsible for their safety, travel, conduct, or personal property.  Visiting students also should understand that they are responsible for abiding by the rules and regulations of Trinity College and the laws of the state of Connecticut.  Students are reminded that the legal drinking age in Connecticut is 21, and that the use of controlled/illegal substances is punishable by law.  The College is not responsible for any mishaps, losses, or damage resulting from the prospective admitted student’s overnight stay.


We have high expectations for those who enroll at Trinity, as well as those who visit the campus as guests.  Visiting students are invited to campus for the purpose of exploring Trinity’s academic and athletic programs; we hope that our guests will meet interesting students and learn a little bit about the variety of options available for students’ social and cultural life.  However, exploring the social life should be the least important part of the trip and guests must recognize that they are not allowed to participate in any campus activity – whether formal or informal – in which alcohol is served.
