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Electric Vehicle (EV) User/Owner Terms of Agreement 

This Agreement governs and regulates the operation, parking, and charging of Electric 
Vehicles (EVs) on the Trinity College campus. It sets forth the terms, conditions, limitations, 
and responsibilities applicable to all individuals who operate, park, or charge Electric 
Vehicles (EVs) on campus. The purpose of this Agreement is to ensure compliance with 
institutional policies and the safe, orderly, and efficient use of College property and 
facilities. 

1. Electric Vehicle (EV): 
A street-legal motor vehicle powered in whole or in part by an electric motor and 
capable of being recharged from an external electrical power source. Electric 
Vehicles (EV) include battery electric vehicles (BEVs) and plug-in hybrid electric 
vehicles (PHEVs) that comply with applicable federal motor vehicle safety standards 
and state registration requirements. The term Electric Vehicle does not include 
electric bicycles, electric scooters, electric skateboards, golf carts, or other 
personal or low-speed electric mobility devices. 
 

2. Eligibility and Registration: 
Use of Electric Vehicles (EVs) on campus is limited to faculty, staff, students, and 
authorized visitors. All Electric Vehicles (EVs) must be registered with Trinity 
College’s Campus Safety Department, and such records shall include the vehicle 
make, model, registration information, and user/owner phone number. Upon 
completion, a parking pass will be issued.  
 

3. Parking and Charging Rules: 
• Parking in charging spots is restricted to Electric Vehicles (EVs) only  
• Electric Vehicle (EV) charging stations are for active charging only 
• Vehicles must be moved promptly once charging is complete 
• Only Electric Vehicles (EVs) actively charging may occupy Electric Vehicle-

designated spaces 
• Time limits or access restrictions may apply 
• Unauthorized cords, adapters, or equipment modifications are prohibited 
• All Electric Vehicles (EVs) must comply with general campus parking 

regulations. 
 



 
4. Liability and Responsibility: 

The use of an Electric Vehicle (EV) charging station on the Trinity College campus is 
at the user’s own risk. The College is not responsible for vehicle damage, loss, theft, 
charging interruptions, or equipment malfunction. Users may be financially 
responsible for damage to College property or charging equipment resulting from 
their Electric Vehicle (EV) use.  
 

5. Enforcement: 
Violations of this Agreement may result in parking citations, towing, loss of Electric 
Vehicle (EV) privileges, a referral to Student Conduct or Human Resources, as 
applicable. 
 

6. Modifications: 
Trinity College may amend this Agreement at any time; Updated terms will be 
posted or distributed electronically. 
 

7. Acknowledgement and Agreement: 
By providing my electronic signature, I acknowledge that I have received, read, and 
understand the Trinity College Electric Vehicle (EV) User Agreement. I agree to 
follow all related terms, conditions, and campus policies for operating, parking, and 
charging Electric Vehicles (EVs). I understand that violations may result in fines, loss 
of Electric Vehicle (EV) privileges, parking citations, or towing.
